Now, three years after the launch of the Arab Certified Intellectual Property Practitioner (ACIPP) program, which has proven
to be a success, the Society — through cooperating with a number of organizations — is getting ready to launch a group of
intensive courses from the ACIPP program at the regional level to enhance the foundations of collaboration between the
Society and these organizations.

The Society is also preparing to sign a number of memorandums of understanding with companies and local and regional
organizations, to hold specialized courses specific to the ACIPP program. These entities include governmental ministries
and customs directorates in addition to universities and major law firms. The Society also seeks to convene short-term
courses in Arab countries.

The Society’s achievements over the years have been directed in a manner that further propels advancement in its noble mission

that seeks to encourage Arab creativity and enhance economic, social and cultural growth related to the global economy. The
Society will continue to work towards completing its future goals and developing its mission in the coming years.

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Introduction:

On February 23, 1987, Mr. Talal Abu-Ghazaleh, the founder and president of the Arab Society for Intellectual Property, met
with Dr. Erich Haeusser, president of the German Patent Office, Dr. Arpad Bogsch, director general of the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO) and Dr. Alfred Briner, secretary general of Association Internationale pour la Protection de
la Propriété Intellectuelle (AIPPI), along with other IP experts in Munich, Germany, to discuss the foundation of the first
professional Arab society for the protection of industrial property.

The main objective was forming a society to streamline the protection of industrial property in the Arab world, and organize
a forum to discuss and develop the laws which govern the activities of this important field worldwide.

The Society was first established under the name of the Arab Society for the Protection of Industrial Property (ASPIP).
As the society progressed, with various activities and accomplishments throughout the years, its name evolved into the
Arab Society for Intellectual Property (ASIP) in 2003.

The first meeting of the ASIP Board of Directors, which took place on February 23, 1987, discussed the best means of
successful launching, such as administrative and financial procedures, establishing contacts and introducing ASIP’s goals
and purposes to the general public in the Arab world.

Among its founding objectives were the following:

1) To help world laws and regulations exist in conformity with the Paris conventions regarding the protection of
industrial property;

2) To educate the public through the media with a view to protect consumers and producer interests;
3) To train Arab professionals in the field of industrial property protection.

Throughout the years, ASIP has focused on pursuing these goals by gaining recognition with international organizations.
Thus, it became the first Arab non-governmental organization (NGO) to be granted an observer status in (WIPO).

Promoting and enhancing Intellectual Property (IP) protection in the Arab world has been at the forefront of its activities. It
has continuously endeavored to increase public awareness, develop and modernize IP systems and build capacity among
IP professionals and practitioners.

Twenty years after its inception, ASIP is still emphasizing the same objectives upon which it was established: improving
and enforcing global regulations concerning IP, as well as training IP professionals through various programs, such as the
ACIPP program.

ASIP which represents a wide base of intellectual property practitioners in the Arab world and which participated in
establishing the principals of intellectual property through its presence in the international events, it works towards passing
on the points of view of its members to the center stage of the decision makers on both the Arabic and international levels,
this clearly reflected the role of the society in drafting and suggesting amendments on the laws of intellectual property so
that they are adopted by most of the countries in the Arab region.

Arab Certified Intellectual Property Practitioner (ACIPP) Program:

The Arab Certified Intellectual Property Practitioner Program (ACIPP) is the first professional Arabic program offering
advanced teaching and training for the IP practitioner. It provides professionals and students with a comprehensive
program covering many aspects of IP, including trademarks, unfair competition, copyrights, and patents of inventions.

[t aims at providing an easier understanding of modern principles that govern IP access to knowledge and international
developments to enable practitioners to provide services in line with world standards. Currently, the ACIPP program
provides the only certification of its kind in the region.

An Intellectual Property (IP) certificate that develops professionals in all major topics of IP has become more valuable in
the work force. IP continues to develop at rapid speed in order to match the scientific and economic progress to which it
contributes to, and underlines the new “Economy of Globalization”and the continued liberalization of trade in goods and services.

Atatime the Arab economies integrate with the world economy, the need arises for local qualified professionals to manage
and meet these changes, and being equipped with IP knowledge helps them meet such a great challenge.

Hence, training programs provided by ASIP, such as the ACIPP program, will increase IP awareness and promote the overall
progress of society. The Arab market will grow as new innovative ideas and products are developed, which give the IP field
an essentially crucial role in today’s society.

Through a combination of teaching and training tools, which include real work experience, the ACIPP program is designed
to give participants a solid base and real understanding of IP principles, tools and their applications. The program focuses
on the four main IP disciplines with an option for advanced learning of other selected IP subjects, as well as practical legal
and business skills and systems.

The Program
The program consists of four courses and advanced modules, which are as follows:

A. Courses
Each course offered represents almost 40-60 study hours, including real-work training at an accredited IP agent or law firm.

The courses are:

- Course One: Introduction to Intellectual Property

- Course Two: Trademarks and Unfair Competition (+ training)

- Course Three: Copyright and Related Rights (+ training)

- Course Four: Patents of Inventions and Trade Secrets (+ training)

B. Advanced Modules
Each advanced module will be at least 36 study hours, addressing in-depth subjects and issues not covered by the courses.
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The Training

The ACIPP program focuses on the practical side of IP and allows students to develop their skills inside and outside the
classroom.

Inthe last weeks of each course, the ACIPP program will be offering intensive training for 3-4 weeks in copyrights, trademarks,

unfair competition, patents and trade secrets with experts from government agencies, businesses, law firms and IP-related
agencies in the classroom.

Training is offered after the course, in which program participants visit IP agencies to understand how IP concepts are
applied in the field.

Enrollment Requirements
Individuals wishing to take any of the four papers or advanced courses of the ACIPP program must hold a university degree
(diploma or bachelor’s) to register.

Examination and Certificate Requirements

Upon the completion of each course, an attendance certificate will be issued to each participant. This attendance certificate
is granted only if a person attends at least 75% of the course lectures. After successfully passing each course examination
(obtaining a minimum score of 65/100), a student is granted one of the ACIPP certificates:

- Introduction to Intellectual Property (IP)

- Trademark Arab Certified Practitioner (TMACP)
- Copyright Arab Certified Practitioner (CPACP)

- Patent Arab Certified Practitioner (PACP)

Note: Anyone who meets the enrollment requirements may take the final examination of the course without attending
the lectures. ASIP will provide him/her with all the course materials from which to study for the exam upon their payment
of the examination fees.

The Arab Certified Intellectual Property Practitioner Certificate

In order for an individual to obtain the ACIPP certificate, he/she must complete and successfully pass the examinations of
courses 2, 3 and 4. Course 1 is merely an introduction for individuals with no knowledge or experience in IP, and is not a
requirement for obtaining the ACIPP certificate.

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Activities:
Moot Court Competition:

In September of 2004, a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between the Faculty of Law at the University
of Jordan and the Arab Society for Intellectual Property (ASIP) to organize the Simulated Intellectual Property (IP) Tribunal,
also known as a Moot Court competition, on IP topics among law students at the Jordanian universities. The Moot
Court Competition at Jordan University was developed following the success of similar models at other universities,
such as Harvard University in the United States. The first Moot Court Competition was held in conjunction with Jordan
University in 2005. After the obvious success which this competition has achieved in its first cycle in 2005, the Dean
revealed that it will be held on annual basis to provide law students with the required knowledge in the legal and IP field.

The competition aims at enhancing concepts of Intellectual Property on the local and regional fronts through motivating students
to read and search more about IP issues and to increase their awareness about the role which IP plays in the economy.

The competition offers first and second place winners training contracts in the fields of law and Intellectual Property.
Additionally, the first place team receives a monetary prize.

The Moot Court Competition presents one of the few initiatives taken in the Arab world to raise awareness of Intellectual
Property issues among Faculty of law students in the Arab region. Currently ASIP is working towards signing Memorandums
of Understanding with other universities in the Arab region to hold similar competitions in the near future. The competition
is an effort to provide law students with practical experience in judicial cases, as well as promote IP rights within the Arab
region. This is an overall effort to promote stronger enforcement of IP rights in the judicial systems all over the Arab
region.

Roundtable Series:
ASIP holds the roundtable series on a monthly basis, it is a forum to which ASIP members, experts and people who are

interested in intellectual property are invited to sit and discuss different topics and cases that are related to intellectual
property as well as what is new in the world of intellectual property on the national, regional and international levels.

ASIP provides public ground-breaking educational resources and programs in the various intellectual property fields with
a special focus on the newly emerging topics and their relevance to law and business. It also provides short-term training
courses on IP with duration lasting between 2 days and a week. These training courses come in the form of workshops and
other customized training courses to meet the needs of the target audience.

The WIPO Handbook is the authoritative source of the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO) Standards, Recommendations and Guidelines in the field of
industrial property information and documentation.

The Nice Classification is based on a
multilateral treaty administered by WIPO called the Nice Agreement Concerning the
International Classification of Goods and Services for the Purposes of the Registration
of Marks. The Classification, which was concluded in 1957, is commonly referred to
as the Nice Classification. The Nice Agreement is open to States party to the Paris
Convention for the Protection of Industrial Property.
